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The National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) was set up as National Open School
in 1989 by the Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India, as
an autonomous organisation. It provides educational opportunities to persons like you
who wish to study further and qualify for a better tomorrow. The Mission of NIOS is
to provide education to all with special concern for girls and women, rural youth,
working men and women, SC and ST, differently able persons and other disadvantaged
persons who because of one or other reason could not continue their education with
the formal system. NIOS operates through a network of Eleven Regional Centres
and about two thousand seven hundred Accredited Institutions (AIs) and Accredited
Vocational Institutions (AVIs) commonly known as Study Centres in India, Nepal and
Middle East. For academic courses admission is made through these AIs of NIOS
once in a year from July to August as per the schedule prescribed.

1.1 Features and Flexibilities in NIOS
ll ll l Age Limit: There is no upper age limit for admission. However, the minimum age

for enrolment is 14 years for secondary course and 15 years for Senior Secondary
course completed on or before 31st July of the year of admission i.e. 2006.

ll ll l Choice in Medium of Instructions: NIOS offers its courses mainly in English,
Hindi and Urdu mediums. You can choose any one of these mediums for studies.
At Secondary level, besides these mediums, the choice of medium is also available
in Telugu, Gujarati, Marathi and Malayalam.

ll ll l Choice of Subjects: You can choose any subject combination from a list of subjects
offered as per the criteria given in the Scheme of Studies at Table-I.

If you wish to use NIOS certificate for higher studies, it is in your own interest that
you keep in mind the requirements of the Boards/Universities you wish to join.
Some Boards / Universities require specific subject combinations for admissions to
the Institutions affiliated to them as given the Appendices A & B. For example, for
medical course, various institutes will expect you to have passed with a combination
of Chemistry, Physics and Biology along with two languages.

ll ll l Additional Subjects : You can also select one or two additional subject(s) either
at the time of admission or during the course of study, if you so desire or if it is
required.

ll ll l Combination of Academic and Vocational Courses : In order to make the
NIOS courses more meaningful, a number of Vocational Courses are also offered
in combination with academic subjects at the Secondary and Senior Secondary
level (Refer Table 2). These Vocational courses have to be taken in Accredited
Vocational Institutions (AVIs). There is a separate Propectus for Vocational Courses
for more details.

ll ll l Continuous Assessment : During your course of study, you may know your
progress through Tutor Marked Assignments (TMAs). These assignments are

ll ll l Flexible Scheme of Examination: Public examination is conducted by NIOS
twice a year. You get nine chances to appear in the public examination over a
period of five years to complete your courses. However, at Secondary level you
can choose any of the following for getting evaluated and certified:
– Public examination conducted by NIOS twice a year.
– On Demand Examination System (ODES).
– Public examination in some subjects and ODES in other subjects.

ll ll l Credit Accumulation: You can choose to appear in anyone or more subjects in
any examination and earn credit which will be accumulated till all five subjects
required for certification, are successfully completed within a period of 5 years of
registration.

ll ll l Transfer of Credit: You can avail the facility of Transferr of Credit (TOC) to a
maximum of two subjects passed from the selected boards provided these subjects
are also available in NIOS scheme of studies. TOC is given as per the conditions
given in section 2.4.

ll ll l Validity of Admission: Your admission is valid for five years. For Public
Examination at Secondary and Senior Secondary level, you may take nine or
fewer chances to successfully complete the course during this period.

ll ll l Part Admission: Under this scheme, you may take admission in one or more
subjects but not more than four subjects. On passing, you will be issued only the
Marksheet.

ll ll l Education of Disadvantaged Group: To cater to the special needs of people
who are physically, mentally challenged, socially and geographically isolated
marginalised and disadvantaged sections such as street children, working children,
rural women, the NIOS has special accredited institutions called Special Accredited
Institutions for Education of the Disadvantaged (SAIED).

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1.3 Scheme of Studies
The Scheme of Studies for Secondary and Senior Secondary Courses is shown in Table-1. For
obtaining a pass certificate,  you are required to pass in a minimum of five subjects including
one or maximum of two languages from Group ‘A’ and other three subjects from Group ‘B’.
However, you are free to take upto two additional subjects. Thus, in all you can choose a
maximum of seven subjects.

Note : 1. Subjects with asterisk *have theory as well as practical work.

2. Only one out of Word Processing (E) (219), Typewriting (E) (218), Typewriting (H) (217) and
Typewriting (Urdu) (221) can be offered at Secondary stage.

3. Similarly at the Senior Secondary stage, only one out of Typewriting (H) (322), Typewriting (E)
(323), Typewriting (U) (364) and Word Processing (E) (327) can be offered as well as only one
out of Stenography (H) (324), Stenography (E) (325) and Stenography (U) (329) can be offered.

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4.1 Public Examinations
The Public Examinations are held twice a year in the months of April-May and
October-November on dates fixed by the NIOS.However, you are eligible to appear first
time in the April-May examination of the forthcoming calender year. You need not to
register separately, for first public examination to be held in April-May 2006, as the
examination fee for this examination is included in the admission fee.

(a) Registration for Public Examination

To appear for the NIOS examination, you must register yourself by filling up the
examination form. Go to your AI, fill up the examination form, pay the examination
fee as given in Table-6 and take a receipt. Dates for registration for public
examinations are:

(i) April-May Examination:

ll ll l  16th December to 31st December(Without late fee)

ll ll l 1st January to 4th January (With late fee of NC Rs. 40 per subject)

(ii) October-November Examination:

ll ll l 16th June to 30th June (Without late fee)

ll ll l 1st July to 4th July (With late fee of NC Rs. 40 per subject)

(b) Provision for registrations with consolidated late fee
After these prescribed dates you still have the opportunity to register yourself by
paying the requisite examination fee along with consolidated late fee of NC Rs. 900.
This payment will be accepted through a Bank Draft drawn in favour of the 'Secretary,
NIOS', payable at the New Delhi upto 20th January for April-May examination
and 20th July for October-November examination. There will be no
registration for the examination thereafter.

(c) Procedure for Registration
(i) To register for the public examination of NIOS you should submit your application

on a prescribed form to the Coordinator of your AI along with the prescribed
examination fee as mentioned in the Table-6, within the prescribed dates.

The National Institute of Open Schooling has certain features in its
evaluation system such as freedom to answer the questions in Public
Examinations in any one of the  scheduled regional languages, although

the Question Papers supplied would generally be in English and Hindi/available
Regional medium only. Hall Tickets and certificate have scanned photograph of
the learners and the information about examination centres and results are made
available online. Besides, NIOS has been doing innovations in the evaluation system
to maintain its credibility and standards. The On Demand Examination System at
Secondary level for the registered canditates is one such innovations.

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(ii) You must fill up the correct codes of the subjects (you wish to appear) in the
examination form. You can register for examination only in those subjects which
you had selected at the time of admission or eligible otherwise. Do check the
subject codes you have filled in the examination form carefully.

l  Learners admitted to Senior Secondary Course
must ensure that for the purpose of obtaining a
certificate at the Senior Secondary level, a two-year
gap is essential from the year of passing the
Secondary examination. If you do not have the requisite
gap of two years, you can appear in a maximum of four
subjects only in the forthcoming April-May examination

and subsequent October-November Examination. You will be eligible to appear
in the remaining subjects only on completion of the two years gap. In the
absence of the two years gap, your examination fee will be adjusted for the
first four opted subjects and the remaining fee, if paid for other subjects, will
be forfeited.

l In case, your AI stands cancelled/ non functional, you may pay your fee to the
Director Evaluation NIOS, New Delhi within the prescribed dates in person
or by post along with the bank draft. The bank draft is to be drawn in favour of
“Secretary, National Institute of Open Schooling,” payable at the New Delhi.

l Contact your AI or log on to NIOS website two weeks prior to commencement
of examination for finding out details regarding your examination centre and
date sheet.

l Fixation of examination center in the perogative of NIOS. The examination
centres will be fixed normally in District Headquarters and Sub divisional
Headquarters in some cases.

l You have to appear in the Examination Centre allotted to you by NIOS. The
decision of NIOS with regard to allotment of examination centre will be final.

l In case, you appear in an Examination Centre other than allotted, your result
wil l not be declared and your case may be treated as having resorted to unfair
means.

4.2 On Demand Examination System (ODES)
If you are a learner at Secondary level, you have the option to appear in the examination
through On-Demand Examination System (ODES) available at NIOS. You can
appear in the examination through ODES as per your wish and preparation as and
when you feel ready for the examination, subject to availability of the seats in the
examination.

At present the On-Demand Examination is conducted at NIOS, A-38, Kailash Colony,
New Delhi-110048.  This facility is likely to be extended to the Regional Centers shortly.

(a) Registration for ODES

l In order to avail the ODES, you have to be a registered and bonafied student of
NIOS having an enrolment number and a valid Identity Card.

l You can appear through ODES before April of the next year, only if you have failed
in the recognised State Board/CBSE/CISCE exam or could not appear in the final
exam of the board due to unavoidable circumstances and but you have completed
studies of class X course. In that case you will have to apply with your admit card/
original marksheet issued by board or TC from the last school attended.

l You will get the ODES Form from enquiry counter at A-38, Kailash Colony, New
Delhi. The ODES Form is available at NIOS web site (www.nos.org or
www.nios.ac.in ).

l You will fill up the ODES Form and submit the same Evaluation Deoartment of
NIOS at New Delhi along with a photograph and the requisite fee through a
Bank Draft in favour of Secretary, NIOS payable at New Delhi. The fees can
be deposited in cash also at the NIOS cash counter.

4.3 Credit Accumulation
You can avail as many as nine chances to appear in the Public Examinations spread over
a period of five years. NIOS will keep and accumulate your credit in particular subjects
in its computer till you clear all the required subjects for certification. Avail this flexible
scheme of examination to learn well and to get better results.

It may, however, become necessary for NIOS to revise the syllabus of different courses
from time to time and in that case the decision of NIOS will be binding.

Part Credit in Practical Subjects

(a) As a Senior Secondary learner, if you pass in practicals but fail in the theory of a
subject, your practical awards will be retained and you can appear again in theory
examination. However, if you re-appear in practicals, then better of the two results
will be taken into account.

Likewise, the part credit of passing in the theory but failing in practicals is retained.
But the examination fee of both theory and practicals is to be paid even if you do not
intend to appear in theory or practicals.

(b) For Secondary examinations, theory and practicals are considered as one unit and
you have to pass in aggregate of the two. Hence, for appearing in a subject with
practicals at Secondary level, you are required to appear in both theory and practicals.

4.4 Improvement of Performance
NIOS allows you to apply again in a subject, which you have already passed, for
improvement of performance but only once.
You have to apply for improvement in the same manner as for appearing at the first
examination by paying the required fee. This chance can be availed only once within
five years from the time of admission.
For subjects involving practicals, you have to appear in both theory and practicals for
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improvement in the performance. Better of the two results would be considered and
indicated in the marksheet.

4.5 Issue of Marksheet and Certificate
You shall receive a Marksheet on declaration of result through your AI. Provisional and
Migration Certificate will be issued to successful candidates only. The passing certificate
will be issued about six months after declaration of the results.
In case of your passing in additional subject(s) or improvement of performance in one or
more than one subject, no fresh certificate will be issued; you shall be issued only a
Marksheet. No Migration Certificate will be issued to the learners unless they
complete their course of study.

4.7 Scheme of Examinations
The scheme of examination highlighting the no. of papers, maximum marks and duration
of examination for each subject is given in Table-8.
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4.8 Re-checking of Answer Script
If you have appeared in one of the public examinations and you are not satisfied with
your result, NIOS provides you with an opportunity for re-checking of your answer
scripts in which re-totaling of marks is done and it is also ensured that no question is left
unevaluated. Remember that the answers are not re-evaluated during re-checking.
You may apply for re-checking of the Answer Script in any subject within 30 days from
the date of declaration of results. Apply to the Director Evaluation, NIOS, New Delhi or
on a plain paper on the prescribed proforma for re-checking of the Answer Script (which
can be downloaded from the NIOS website). You have to pay the prescribed fee of
NC Rs. 200 (NC Rupees 200 only) per subject to the NIOS through Bank Draft drawn
in favour of the Secretary, NIOS, payable at the New Delhi. The re-checking will be
completed within 45 days of the receipt of your application. However, the Answer Script(s)
will not be shown to you or any one else on your behalf under any circumstances.

4.9 Unfair Means
In case of use of unfair means in the examination, your examination will be cancelled
and you could be further debarred from appearing in the future examinations. Even your
admission can be cancelled.
Instructions regarding unfair means are printed on the second page of the Examination
Answer Book. You should read the same carefully.

4.10Standard of Education and Recognition
NIOS maintains a high standard of education and this has been recognised by various
State Boards of Secondary Education. Its Senior Secondary Certificate is recognised by
the Association of Indian Universities and individually by several Universities all over the
country for admission to colleges and universities. A list of Boards and Universities which
have recognised the NIOS courses is given in Appendices ‘A’ and ‘B’ respectively.

4.11 Awards and Scholarships for NIOS Learners
(i) “Ms. Santosh Rastogi Award for  Excellence in Geography”

An award titled “Ms. Santosh Rastogi award for excellence in Geography”
has been introduced to the NIOS pass outs at Sr. Secondary Level  from the academic
year 2005. Five awards of Rs. 500/- each will be given every year.
The award will be given to those students who have obtained the highest marks in
the subject of Geography at Sr. Secondary level in the April-May as well as Oct.-
Nov. examination of the year, the best of both the examinations will be taken into
consideration. In case of a tie, the student scoring higher aggregate of total marks
will be given the award. In case the highest scorer is a case of transfer of credit in
that subject, the second highest scorer will be considered for giving the award.

(ii) Dr. Ambedkar National Scholarship Scheme for meritorious students,
belonging to Scheduled Caste/Scheduled Tribe
The Scholarship Scheme is implemented by Dr. Ambedkar Foundation set up under
the aegis of the Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment in 1992 with a view to
recognise, promote and assist meritorious students belonging to Scheduled Caste
and Scheduled Tribe for enabling them to pursue higher studies. This is a one time
cash award  and will be given to 3 students scoring highest marks in the regular class
X level examination conducted by the Education Board/Council. This will be separate
for SC and ST. In case none of the first three eligible students are girls, the girl
student scoring the highest mark will get a special award.

The National Institute of  Open Schooling (N.I.O.S.) (formerly National Open  School (NOS) is an autonomous
organization set up the Ministry of Human Resource Development, Government of India, in  1989 as per the Resolution
issued vide No. F 6-2/89-Sch. III dated 21.11. 1989 to provide education upto pre-degree level to those who  for one
or the other reason could not make use of the formal education system. N.I.O.S. has also been vested with the authority
to conduct and certify examinations for Secondary and Senior Secondary levels by the Government of India as per the
resolution issued vide No. F 5-24/90-Sch. III dated 14.9.1990 (copy enclosed).
The Association of Indian Universities (AIU) has also  intimated the Registrars of all Indian Universities vide their
Notification No. EV /11 (354)91/ dated 25.7.1991 (copy enclosed) of its decision to grant equivalence to N.I.O.S.
courses with those of other examinations of recognized Boards for purposes of admission to higher courses of study
at Indian Universities.
As you would be aware, the National Institute of Open Schooling (NIOS) also  runs Open Basic Education Programmes
through Distance Education Mode (Open Learning System) at the Elementary stage and awards Joint Certificate with
the partnering NGOs at three levels- A level (equivalent to’ class III or class II of the Southern States where elementary
stage is only till class VII). B level (equivalent to class V /lV) and C level (equivalent to class VIII/VII). This is applicable
to their programme of equivalency under distance education programme where similar certificates are provided at the
same level of competency and equivalency.
You may like to issue necessary instructions to all concerned to consider certificates issued by N.I.O.S. jointly with
parterning NGOs for the above levels as equivalent to concerned stage of education in matters of admissions and
employment etc. Formal communication/Notificatian regarding grant of recognition to the examination conducted by
National Institute of Open Schooling  may issued and the same widely circulated to all concerned.

Subject: Vesting of authority in the National Open School Society for holding certain examinations
through distance and open learning system at the school stage and for certification
thereof.

No. F5.24/90 Sch.3 -The Government of India had setup the National Open School Society. an autonomous
and registered body on 23rd November. 1989 to cater to the educational needs of school dropouts, working
adults, housewives and socially disadvantaged sections, through distance education at the school stage.
The Society runs the management of the National Open School which, through distance and open learning
system, has been offering courses, preparing students for the Secondary and Senior Secondary School
Examinations and also offers Bridge (Preparatory) Courses

It has now been decided that in pursuance of Section 3 (ii) of the Memorandum of Association of the
National Open School Society, the Society shall conduct the above examinations at the school stage of
education upto predegree level, whether academic, technical or vocational, which are developed either by
the National Open School itself or in collaboration with other agencies, subject to the approval of the
Society’s Executive Board or as it may be called upon to conduct by the Government of India, Ministry of
Human Resource Development, Department of Education. The Society shall also be the certifying authority
for such courses and programmes and do such acts ancillary to these objects as may be necessary. The
Central Board of Secondary Education which was the certifying and examining authority on behalf of the
National Open School Society, will cease to be so with effect from the date of issue of this Notification in
the Gazette of India.

ORDER

Ordered that a copy of the Resolution be sent to all State Governments, Union Territory Administrations, all
Ministries Departments of the Government of India, University Grants Commission. Prime Minister’s
Office, National Council of Educational Research and Training. Council of Boards of Secondary Education,
Association of Indian Universities, Central Board of Secondary Education, Council for the Indian School
Certificate Examinations and the State Boards of Education.

Ordered also that the Resolution be published in the Gazette of India for general information.
